We are writing to inform you that the NHS will soon be offering COVID-19 vaccinations in our school. 

The main purpose of the COVID-19 school age vaccination programme is to provide protection to the children who receive the vaccine and may help to reduce transmission of COVID-19 in the wider population.

This vaccination will be free of charge and our highest priority is making it easy for children to access one dose of the vaccine before the winter.  

During the vaccination delivery we will maintain a range of measures we have in place to keep your child safe from COVID-19. 

In order to vaccinate your child, we require parental consent. We will send parents an email with a link to an e-consent form to be completed for each child. 

There is a limited period of time for you to complete the e-consent form, the email you receive will detail the date by which you must give your consent for your child to receive the vaccine. 

Vaccination teams will be on site at your school on the following dates:

· Wednesday 13th October 2021
· Thursday 14th October 2021
